Dear Woodlea Manor Residents:

As you are probably aware, the Town of Leesburg recently added several additional stop signs on Meade Drive in the portion of that street that runs through Greenway Farms.  Many Woodlea Manor homeowners have expressed very strong opinions about the action that was taken, especially because it appears that the interests of the Woodlea residents were overlooked during the decision making process.  Fortunately, it is not too late to reverse the action that has been taken.  According to Town Council member David Schmidt, the stop sign issue did not follow the normal procedure for such changes because there were no public hearings.  In fact, the Woodlea Manor Board was not made aware of the stop sign proposal until December 4th, only five days before the vote was taken.
There is a Town Council meeting scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, January 13, 2004.  It will be held in the Town Council Chambers in the Leesburg Municipal Government Center which is located at 25 West Market Street in Leesburg.  Interested parties can sign up to speak during the public comment session either prior to the meeting or during the meeting as long as the comment period has not ended.  If you would like to speak, you can email Clerk Judy Ahalt at clerk@leesburgva.org.   Comments about the stop signs can be mailed to the Leesburg Town Council, P.O. Box 88, Leesburg, VA 20178.  The email address is council@leesburgva.org. Finally, you can fax your concerns to 703-771-2727.  Please be sure that all letters include your complete name, street address and the fact that you live in Woodlea Manor.
There is also an open work session that will be held in the Town Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m. on Monday, January 12, 2004.  Interested parties are welcome to attend this session, but it is not clear whether or not comments from visitors will be allowed at this time.

Greenway Farms residents are in the process of petitioning the Standing Residential Traffic Committee (SRTC) asking that the committee recommend that the Town Council increase the penalties imposed for running any of the stop signs or speeding on Meade Drive.  They are asking for an add-on penalty of $200.00 in addition to the minimum fine for a violation.  It is unlikely that any Woodlea residents will be asked to sign this petition, but it is extremely important that you weigh in on this issue.
Many of the recommendations regarding traffic issues and traffic calming in Leesburg are made by the SRTC. This committee is made up professional Town employees and one resident from each quadrant of the Town.  The representative from SW Leesburg, Peggy Coleman, is a Greenway Farms resident.

The Board of Trustees for Woodlea Manor Conservancy is encouraging each of you to voice your concerns on these important issues.  Please ask the Town Council to reconsider the action previously taken allowing additional stop signs to be installed on Meade Drive within Greenway Farms.  Please note that any other traffic related concerns you may have can be brought to the Town Council’s attention at any time.
