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LEESBURG TOWN COUNCIL NEWS
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As the one-year mark approaches since my election to the Town Council, there are a number of initiatives that are moving forward, many of which are of interest to our neighborhood.  I would also like to give this column a clever title, and welcome your ideas for “naming” the Woodlea Manor column from your Town Council representative! ♦ Transportation Improvements

Some major transportation improvements will be underway over the next few months.  The Dulles Greenway is adding a third lane between Leesburg and Ashburn, and construction is to begin this summer on an interchange at the Greenway and Battlefield Parkway.  This interchange will also connect to Evergreen Mill Road, giving drivers an alternative to exiting the Greenway besides the frequent bottleneck at the Route 15 Bypass.  Two segments of Battlefield Parkway will begin construction by developers:  the segment near Ft. Evans Road (behind the new Giant and 

Potomac Station shopping center), and a segment through Kincaid Forest (near Cool Spring Elementary).
♦ Woodlea Manor Booster Station

The booster station on Bradfield Drive is underway and will be completed later this summer.  The project will accomplish two goals:  increasing water pressure within Woodlea Manor and enhancing water quality both for our neighborhood and for Country Club residents.  

♦ Crescent District Master Plan

[image: image7.bmp]Leesburg has invested in a master plan for an area of town that is ripe for revitalization, an area known as the Crescent District.  Consultants have spent the last few months interviewing stakeholders, local residents and businesses, and have presented a draft report for comment at a recent meeting held at Thomas Balch Library.  The Crescent District is bounded by South King Street, Catoctin Circle and East Market Street.  The turnover in ownership of the Barber & Ross property behind Middleburg Bank on Catoctin Circle prompted the master plan initiative.  Plans for redevelopment will include residential, retail and restaurants and will change the character of that land which is now in industrial use.  

♦ Historic District

I urge you to explore some of the new shops, delis and excellent restaurants in our downtown historic district.  Some fun upcoming events include First Friday Gallery Walk – held the first Friday of each month from 6 – 9 p.m. and the Acoustic on the Green concerts on Saturday nights, beginning in June and continuing throughout the summer on the Town Hall Green (next to the Tally Ho and Market Street Coffee).  

      ♦ Town Council Items

· The Council has approved a substantial investment in technology infrastructure for Town government that will, through its implementation phases from January 2006 – January 2007, bring Leesburg into a new century with its capabilities in conducting the business of government and serving the public in a much more efficient manner.  Many thanks to Mike Riccardelli and Jim Wynn, Woodlea residents, who serve on Leesburg’s Information Technology Commission.  The Commission has spent a great deal of time, along with the Town’s IT department, in laying the groundwork for this investment.  

· The revised Town Plan has begun the public hearing process and will come before Council this summer.  The Meadowbrook project is also making its way through the Town’s planning process, and will come before Council later this summer. 

· The Council will meet with the Loudoun County Board of Supervisors on June 6 to discuss a number of items of joint interest, among them land use compatibility issues surrounding Leesburg Executive Airport.  The Creekside rezoning request by Developer Hobie Mitchell (involving the proposed land swap with Bolen Park) has been dropped, but the Peterson Companies’ Crosstrails project is working its way through the County’s land use process.  Much of the 400-plus acres of Crosstrails is outside the Town limits, and therefore our jurisdiction, and that concerns many of us on the Council, especially in light of its proposed residential development so near the Leesburg Executive Airport.

· The Council has hired legal representation to fight the Dominion Virginia Power transmission lines.  While the Council has passed two separate resolutions against the transmission lines coming through Leesburg, calling for undergrounding the lines and adamantly opposing use of the W&OD trail easement, I believe the Council may want to strengthen its language in opposition, in light of the now official position by DVP with its proposed route coming so close to a Town neighborhood (namely, Woodlea Manor). 

· Leesburg’s Spring Clean Up Campaign against litter was a big success as a first step at coordinating a town-wide effort.  Many thanks to those who volunteered in April, and thanks to Darrell Haines of Woodlea Hills for organizing several volunteer families.

· Litter continues to mar our roadways and neighborhoods, and I encourage you to keep up the good work with an ongoing community clean up effort!  This is a great project for Scouts, church groups, and families.

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ELECTRICITY GENERATION


Electricity Generation is the process of converting mechanical energy into electrical energy, or electricity. There are more than 3,000 electric utilities throughout the United States; around 700 of them operate facilities that generate electric power. Once electricity is generated, it needs to be transported via high-voltage transmission lines. Some companies provide both generation and transmission functions; these are called generation and transmission cooperatives (G&Ts). 

♦ Electricity Transmission

Electricity Transmission is the process of carrying high voltages of electricity from generation facilities over long distances. The transmission network permits electricity trading between utilities; without transmission facilities, electricity could not be moved from power plants to the thousands of distribution systems serving millions of consumers of electric power.

♦ Electricity Distribution

Electricity distribution is the process of carrying electricity from transmission substations, which is a part of the transmission system to homes and businesses. Normally homeowners like us in Woodlea Manor would never be concerned with these small difference in who does what and when. With Dominion Virginia Power planning on routing their 230, 000 Volt Transmission Lines through the southern segment of our community, we need to have a clear understanding of the subject.

The actual electricity is generated at about 18, 000 Volts, then boosted up to a much higher level of voltage to be transmitted over long distances. When the electricity arrives in the area where it will be used, it is processed by an electrical substation, which breaks it down to electrical voltages, which can be distributed throughout the neighborhood. Here in Woodlea, we were lucky to have an underground distribution system installed by the developers. Every so often we see one of the fairly large green transformers in front or behind some homes. 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What Dominion Virginia Power is proposing to do is to bring the very large steel towers for the transmission system through our neighborhood, so that the may serve clients in the western part of the county or state. Nobody in Leesburg will benefit from having these transmission lines coming through Woodlea Manor.


2005 SWIM LESSON PROGRAM

Three, two-week (8-day) sessions of NVSwim Kids will be offered this summer by NVPools.  The cost for a two-week session of a class is $51.00.  If interest and demand warrant, a fourth 4-day mini session may be offered in August at ½ the regular price. The classes are ½ hour in length and are held at the Pool on Monday through Thursday for two consecutive weeks, either at 10 a.m. or 10:30 a.m., depending upon the assigned class.    Lessons are to be taught as scheduled unless the pool is closed by the manager on duty due to thunder or lightening.  Fridays are used as make-up days as a result of a cancellation earlier in the week.  This year, the 4th of July falls on a Monday, and due to holiday pool hours and vacations, lesson will not be held on this day.  The class will be made up on Friday July 2nd instead.  Registration, including screening and payment, is made with the Lesson Coordinator at the Pool.  In addition, questions regarding the lesson program or about refunds should be directed to the Lesson Coordinator.   Information and the schedule for classes will be available at the pool.  Registration for the first session will begin in early June.  Class size is generally six-to-eight students.   A session will likely be cancelled if there are fewer than ten persons enrolled.
