Changes that require approval include fences, decks, screened porches, walkways, patios, gazebos, arbors, front yard landscaping, paint color changes, playsets, awnings, etc. The application requires signatures from the four most affected neighbors. · The tennis courts are for tennis use only.  Please remind your children not to ride bikes, skateboards or play on the courts as this damages the surface.
