Candidate Code of Conduct
ADOPTED by the BOARD of TRUSTEES JANUARY 2005
Candidates for the Woodlea Manor Conservancy Board of Trustees are expected to follow certain rules in order to ensure that the election is fair.
1. Homeowners who wish to run for a position on the Board of Trustees must file a nominating petition signed by owners representing at least ten different households with the Election Committee or the management company by the date designated in the notice mailed to owners.  The due date for petitions will vary from year to year depending on the date of the annual meeting.

2. Candidates for the Board may not contact the Election Committee in person, in writing, by phone or by email from the time that they submit their nominating petition until the election results are announced.  Inquiries about the election must be directed to the management company.
3. If a “candidates’ forum” is held so that other homeowners can meet the candidates, all nominees will be invited to participate.  The format for the meeting will be determined by the current Board of Trustees.

4. Once the ballots are printed, candidates may not withdraw from the election.  Any candidate who decides that he or she cannot serve on the Board may resign after the results of the election are announced.  The remaining Board members will appoint a homeowner to fill the vacant slot in accordance with the provisions of the Woodlea Manor Bylaws.
5. Candidate position statements of up to one page will be mailed to residents with the official ballot.  Candidates may distribute additional information to residents via email or first class mail. Pursuant to U.S. Postal Service regulations, flyers without postage shall not be placed in mailboxes.
6. Candidates and their supporters are expected to treat other candidates and fellow Woodlea Manor residents with courtesy and consideration despite differing opinions on issues.
