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Woodlea Manor





Thanks to everyone who submitted a comment card via email to TWC about the proposed roofing material alternatives.


Unfortunately, we only received comments from 40 out of 467 homes. The Board feels that this is too small a response rate to make such a significant decision. This is an important matter and it is imperative that your opinion be counted.


Included in this mailing is a postage paid response card for you to fill out (even if you have already submitted your “vote”).  Please complete and return the survey by September 30th. 


The Board has decided that unless 51% of Woodlea residents respond, we will take no action, and the available roofing choices will remain cedar and metal.


The Board is currently considering the following alternative materials:  synthetic shakes (EnviroShake and DaVinci) and dimensional asphalt shingles (Certainteed Presidential).  Things to consider in your decision are replacement and maintenance cost, lifespan/durability, and appearance befitting Woodlea Manor.  


To give a rough idea of the cost to replace a roof, one of the BOT members requested an estimate for a simple gable end roof, 33 squares in size including labor.  Architectural details (dormers, hip roofs, etc) and size will affect the cost.  Please note that this estimate is from one roofer – estimates from other roofers will vary.


Cedar Shake-  $30,045


EnviroShake- $41,500


DaVinci Shake- $39,615


Certainteed Asphalt- $18,225

TIRED OF THE ALL TRAFFIC GRIDLOCK, INCREASE TAXE RATES, AND OVER CROWDED SCHOOLS IN LEESBURG?


YOU NEED TO ATTEND THE MEADOWBROOK PARCEL REZONING MEETING on SEPTEMBER 22nd at TOWN HALL 7 p.m.


  This is to inform you of a development proposal being considered on the previous “Meadowbrook” parcel.  This parcel encompasses approx. 275 acres (the sod/corn fields) bordered by South King St/15 south, Mason’s lane, and Evergreen Mill Rd.  This is the last remaining, large undeveloped parcel in south Leesburg.  As such, the manner in which it is developed will have an impact on all our communities. 


An information meeting for all south Leesburg residents will be held on Monday, September 14th at 7:00 pm in the Woodlea Manor Clubhouse - 1430 Hague Drive, Leesburg, VA.  Town staff members will present information on the proposal and answer your questions. All area residents are encouraged to attend.


This will be the only opportunity to learn about the proposal before a final decision is made by the Leesburg Town Council on September 22, 2009. It is critical that area residents are made aware of this proposal so they can voice their opinions to elected officials before a vote takes place.  A copy of the most recent concept layout is attached for your review.  Also included is a link to the town’s website with more detailed information on the proposal.  http://www.leesburgva.gov/index.aspx?page=973 


Basics of the proposal include verbiage which would allow a neo-traditionally designed community consisting of approx. 400 single family homes (not to exceed an R-1.6 density).  25% of the parcel would remain as open space including a 10 acre village green, a 9 acre water feature/regional pond, and pocket parks.  Additionally, the property owner has indicted he plans to request a rezoning for a community-serving commercial center (approx 23 acres) to be located south of Evergreen Mill Rd on the corner of Rt. 15/King St and Evergreen Mill Rd.  This would be incorporated into the residential portion of the new neighborhood, as was suggested by Town planners.  Uses may include restaurants to be located adjacent to the water feature, a grocery store, possibly a gas station, and smaller retail shops.  NOTE:  The retail center is NOT included as a part of this proposal, but is depicted in the attached concept layout. 


If approved, the property has agreed to dedicate (give) the Town the land needed for construction of Battlefield Parkway (the right of way which bisects the parcel, connecting Rt. 15 to Evergreen Mill Rd/Greenway).  Additionally, the town would be given a 150 foot setback/buffer along Rt. 15 (the Town’s southern most entryway).  In total, this land carries an estimated value of 4 to 6 million dollars. 


Lastly- The Leesburg Town Council will hold a Public Hearing on the proposal on Tuesday, September 22 at 7:30pm in Council Chambers in Leesburg’s Town Hall, 25 West Market Street, Leesburg, VA.   The public will have an opportunity to provide input and the Council will vote.  Please plan to attend and/or email the Town Council with your input at council@leesburgva.gov.


As always, citizen input is vital to ensuring the public’s voice is a part of the process.

Leesburg Tree Commission








The mission of the Leesburg Tree Commission is to provide leadership to enhance, expand and preserve the tree canopy for the benefit of the community. The commission is dedicated to promoting tree preservation and planting within the town; providing a healthy, diverse tree canopy and ensuring an aesthetic quality of life for all citizens.


As such, the commission provides a variety of free resources to town citizens.  Among them is information on tree selection, planting, and maintenance, which is posted on the town website at http://www.leesburgva.gov  Navigate to  “Town Hall,” “Boards and Commissions,” “Tree Commission,” and see “Tree Care Resources” and “Videos” at bottom.


An example of what you can find is information on proper pruning.  It is important that trees be properly pruned for their location.  There are several reasons for pruning trees.  First and foremost is to keep them from becoming a safety hazard from falling limbs.  Both trees and shrubs should be pruned to keep them from blocking traffic signs.  Branches that overhang sidewalks can make passage nearly impossible.  There should be a minimum of eight feet of clearance above sidewalks. Finally, there may be aesthetic reasons to prune trees. 


It is the responsibility of homeowners to prune trees that grow on their property, regardless of where the limbs may hang.  The town is responsible for trees that grow on public property. 


There is a right way and a wrong way to prune a tree. Whatever else, trees must not be “topped,” a technique that is also called “topping off,” “rounding over,” or “heading.”  This is a practice whereby limbs are indiscriminately sawed off all at the same point, much like one would trim a small bush with an electric hedge trimmer.  Topping is the worst thing you can do for the health of a tree, and results a tree that is unsightly for the rest of its life.  For specific information on proper pruning techniques see the resources on the town website referenced above.


The Tree Commission meets on the third Tuesday of each month at 7:30pm in the lower level conference room of Town Hall at 25 West Market Street. The public is welcome to attend.  Details are on the town website.

Town Code - Sec. 24-2.  Curfew for minors.


(a) It shall be unlawful for any minor to frequent or be in public places, or places open to the public whether or not on private property between the hours of 12:00 midnight and daylight, unless attended by his parent or guardian.

Here are some ways to prevent crime before it happens!!


1. Lock the doors to your home and cars - Remember the Lock, Take, Hide or LOSE program.


LOCK your car and secure the windows.


TAKE your keys (do not leave them in the car)and take any valuables if possible.


If you cannot take valuables- HIDE them from view (under seats, in a locked glove box, in the trunk)!


Not following these simple steps creates a crime of opportunity - you may LOSE property.   “Larceny from auto” is a regional problem. Let’s stop crimes of opportunities now.


2. Report suspicious events to the police.    Be a good witness, stay on the phone with the dispatcher, and answer all the questions they ask.  The more detail the officers have, the better. 


3. SOME crimes such as vandalism involve youths out after hours.  The Town of Leesburg has a 12 midnight curfew for those under the age of 18.  A simple call about a curfew violation may help prevent any number of issues, from vandalism to a youth being victimized.

Letter from the Treasurer...








Woodlea Residents,


Through July of 2009, Woodlea’s expenses are well under control.  Currently, we are favorable to plan (under spending) by $27,000 on operating expenses.  General maintenance and legal fees are leading the way in terms of savings in 2009.  Our balance sheet remains strong with over $552,000 in cash.  We have committed $367,000 of this to the reserve fund to replace or repair major assets throughout the community.  Examples include roofing at the clubhouse, tennis court and pool maintenance,  fencing, and landscaping.  With regards to the reserve fund, we have spent $21,000 so far in 2009 which included repairing the tennis courts, re-strapping and repainting the pool furniture, and making several repairs to the interior of the clubhouse.  Future reserve spending to repair or replace assets for the remainder of 2009 & 2010 include: clubhouse carpeting ($6,000), clubhouse roof ($20,000 - $30,000), pool cover ($10,000), and clubhouse pavement sealing ($6,000) just to name a few.


The BOT would like to take a few minutes to provide an update on a very important topic, The Reserve Study.  There is a government requirement that a reserve study must be completed every 5 years.  This ensures that our community is putting the necessary money aside to pay for future repairs and/or replacement of community-owned assets.   The BOT is happy to report that the study shows we are in compliance with the funds needed to maintain our existing assets.  In fact, we are funding above the reserve requirements for the next 30 years which provides a safety net against unwanted special assessments or unexpected expenses that may arise.  Again, the study is very positive and should allow everyone to rest easy that we have the appropriate funds to keep Woodlea’s assets in good condition.  The reserve study is available for viewing on the Woodlea website. 


In closing, 2009 is shaping up to be another solid year financially.  The BOT will work hard to use the community’s money wisely in the coming months and years.
